Purpose: To expose young people to the Optimist Creed and the philosophy of Optimism, while 

seeking to develop their interest in photography. 

 

Age level: Middle School through High School 

 

Rules: Entrants are asked to take pictures that illustrate one of the ten statements in the Optimist 

Creed. A copy of the ten statements is attached to this announcement. Each entrant may submit up 

to three photos. Photos may be black- and- white or color. Minimum photo size is 4X6 and 

maximum is 5X8. On the back of the photo, the entrant must write his or her name, school, grade, 

phone number, and the number of the statement that it is illustrating. 

 

Judging: The photos will be judged by someone with either professional or serious amateur 

knowledge of photography. The photographs will be judged based on the artistic quality of the 

photo as well as its illustration of the topic. 

 

Awards: First prize— $100 to Dan’s Camera City; second prize— $50 to Dan’s Camera City; third 

prize— $25 to Dan’s Camera City. Prizes will be announced at a later date. First place winning 

photographs will be sent to the district level to be judged in the district contest. 

 

Deadline: Photographs are due to Optimist Photography Contest Chair by Saturday, May 1st, 

2010. Winning photographs will then be submitted for judging at the Atlantic Central Districts 

Third Quarter Board Meeting (date to be announced).
